MINUTES OF GENERAL MEETING OF 
CITY OF CAMBRIDGE EDUCATION FOUNDATION

Held at Parkside Community College
on Monday 28th January 2008
at 5.00 p.m. in the Learning Centre
1. Retirement and re-election of trustees
Pat Mitchell and Tim Cole were re-elected by a unanimous vote (33 votes for, none against). 

2. Notification from the Charities Commission that the Objects of the Foundation have been approved

Pat Mitchell explained that this was a point of information, but that it was important in the context of the following item

3. The special resolutions contained in the notice sent to all members
There were no questions about these and the Memorandum and Articles were approved by a unanimous vote.
4. Accounts 2006-7
These had been approved by the board and have been submitted to Companies House by Peters Elsworthy and Moore. It was explained that income related to lettings, and expenditure to staff costs connected with these, legal costs and conference/administrative costs. It is hoped that some of the legal costs will be recouped through a grant during 2007-8.
Information was requested about the relationship between the Trustees and the Federation Governors. It was explained that the trust had delegated day-to-day running of the Federation schools to the Governing Body and Executive Principal. Governors report annually to Trustees, and the estates manager reports to Trustees at each meeting of the Board. Funding for maintenance is devolved to the schools via the Direct Schools Grant (DSG), though the school has to report to the Local Authority.
As from the current financial year, the trading wing of the trust (City of Cambridge Education Limited) will receive income for non-educational lettings, which are liable for VAT
5. Update on progress with the bid to run a new school in Trumpington
Andrew Hutchinson explained that the Local Authority is formally consulting on proposals to create a four form entry (4FE) community college on Cambridge’s southern fringe, with possible future expansion to 5FE by 2021. The Trust intends to enter the competition to run this new college, and has commissioned 3Create – a team of consultants with the experience and expertise to help us present our case most effectively. The competition period is likely to begin in late February and will last for four months. A decision by the adjudicator is expected in September.
Trustees are confident that the bid will be of the highest quality.

6. AOB
There was no other business. Pat Mitchell thanked members for attending and explained that the board will fix the future pattern of Annual General Meetings to coincide best with the financial year and the annual return to companies house.
